We will meet at 9 am at Porsche of North Houston, 18111 North Freeway 
(south) for a 9:30 am departure for the Texas World Speedway via some of 
the back roads between Conroe and Navasota.

• Do some low speed parade laps on the track over the same course being 
used for the races (optional, of course) 

• Have a trackside lunch 

• Get a personal tour of the track facilities
